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My name is Madelyn Harris and Iʼm one of the authors of the study “Black grief matters: 
Undergraduate studentsʼ experiences grieving police murders of Black Americans”.

In the article by M. Lohvynenko (2024) “Best practices in police personal security: A systematic 
review” (published in the Scientific Journal of the National Academy of Internal Affairs), there was an error 
in the fifth paragraph of the “Police training as a factor in ensuring their personal safety” section.

The findings of a study by M. Harris & K. OʼBrien (2024) were misrepresented as support for the negative 
psychological outcomes that police officers experience as a result of job-related stressors. M.G.  Harris & 
K.M.  OʼBrienʼs  (2024) study, “Black grief matters: Undergraduate studentsʼ experiences grieving police 
murders of Black Americans” explored negative psychological outcomes experienced by Black undergraduate 
students as they grieved police murders of Black Americans; it did not examine stressors or psychological 
outcomes among police officers.

The findings of M.G. Harris & K.M. OʼBrienʼs  (2024) study are specific to the grieving experiences of 
Black college students and cannot be generalised to profession-related stress experienced by law enforcement 
officers.
