FORENSIC MEDICAL EXAMINATION IN THE COURSE
OF INVESTIGATION OF IMPROPER DISCHARGE
OF PROFESSIONAL OBLIGATIONS BY A MEDICAL
OR PHARMACEUTICAL WORKER

The institute of appointment and conducting expert
investigations has always been one of the main in criminal
proceedings. The importance of examination is determined by the
need of conducting of criminalistic examination and forensic medical
examination in each criminal case. The effectiveness of criminal
proceedings is often depends on the timeliness of the examination’s
appointment and the quality of its fulfillment [1, p. 76]. The
appointment of a forensic examination is a doubtless condition for
successful investigation of improper discharge of professional
obligations by a medical or pharmaceutical worker. According to the
